Jan Gierlich from ArtAsyl presented
among others the project "ArtBuddy"
from Cologne/Rhineland. The idea?
It's simple: Artists with a refugee or
migration background are brought
together with local artists as buddies.
Over the time, the buddies have
become friends and colleagues, they
exhibit together, they work on new
projects, exchange and support each
other. Since the global pandemic they
receive support in professionalizing
their online presence, e.g. how to
cover the costs for a platform on the
net or how they can sale their work
online.
